$357,000 in funding for mental health 
programing throughout the province of New 
Brunswick.  This grant represented what was 
quite possibly the largest private investment in 
mental health care in our Province to date.

MindCare funding is directed to three areas: 
Continuing education for health care 
professionals,  Transformational Project 
Funding and Therapeutic and/or Treatment 
programs. 
 
S.H.A.R.E Activity Centre located on Duke 
Street in Uptown Saint John, is a dedicated 
MindCare supporter and Therapeutic and/or 
Treatment funding recipient.  

The S.H.A.R.E. centre (Self Help Is A Rewarding 
Experience) helps clients living with a mental 
illness gain self reliance through fellowship, 
mutual support, social activities and education.   

MindCare funding helps to support the centreôs 
social activities that promote healthy living, 
positive self-esteem and socialization through 
programs such as coffee club, yoga classes, 
relaxation sessions and daily walking club.
